When using billet retainers it is imperative to check
for proper slip yoke clearances when your rear end is

in full extension.
The edges of the slip yoke should be machined at

A approximately 45 degrees (as in Diagram B) to
facilitate proper clearance.

To check clearances:
- Allow the rear axle tubes to rest on frame rails

-Rotate driveshaft while looking for possible interference

Mote: Clearance issues are compounded
when using negative pinion angle
torque arms.

MNote: When using billet retainers it is also
important to ensure the radiused edge always
faces the center of the yoke
